Thank you for your interest in our recycled rubber pour in place product.   Versus previous rubber paving products, this product has better adhesion of the rubber to the urethane, better color retention (pigmented vs. painted rubber) and eliminates the steel and polyester from the rubber (SBR tire buffings vs. whole tire rubber).  The product is permeable, and does not harbor insects or bacteria, primarily due to the fact that it does not lend itself to burrowing (like dirt) and it is self-cleaning, like a paver driveway.

Page 9 of the price list has the pour-in-place rubber prices.  60 lbs of material covers 22sf at 1.5 depth.  For 60 lb bag coverage at different depths, use this formula:

60 / [Thickness (in inches) x 1.75 (compression rate)] = square feet per 60lb bag
Urethane: use 20% of the rubber weight.  One 5 gallon pail of urethane = 47lbs.
For large, commercial jobs, we have factory installation available.
